e Prepared to go on appropriate and relevant coach education courses

Roles and Responsibilities within the club:

o To take full responsibility for the Club’s coaching programme and sessions

e To provide high level coaching to the Club’s athletes

e To maintain high ethical standards in coaching by following the Club Coaches Code of Conduct

e To prepare all coaching sessions in advance and to work with and include assistant coaches in the
preparation and running of each session

e To ensure that safety standards are maintained throughout each training session, and ensure all
participants adhere to the Club’s Code of Conducts

e To ensure that the sessions strictly comply with guidelines relating to Safeguarding and Protecting
Children and Vulnerable Adults, and that good coaching practice is employed throughout all sessions

e To report any concerns concerning Child Protection or the Protection of Vulnerable Adults in
accordance with Club and GBSA procedures

e To assist in the development of other coaches (whether paid or voluntary) working within the Club

e To attend Club meetings and report on athlete/club progress
